Dear Parents and Caregivers,

competition following our sports days last term.

| look forward to hearing of their achievements and hope | will be able to join them for some time on Friday.
Good luck and congratulations on your achievements thus far.

This week is also significant as we remember the fortieth anniversary since many of us watched the moon
landing relayed on small black and white TVs at home or perhaps at school. | recall being home from school
that day and travelling to my aunt’s house to watch this historic event with my cousins.

Reflecting on the changes that have occurred over the past forty years some obvious differences in education
have emerged. At school there was:
- no special programs for teaching students about social or emotional development;
no daily physical education (we did this outside school);
no music program other than the ABC radio music program piped into the room via enormous
speakers;
no computers IPods, mobile phones, cameras, scanners, photocopiers or other digital devices or
games;
TV time was eagerly anticipated each week, a special event;
there were no integrated units of work to be done;
in many cases learning was done by rote but not necessarily understood;
curriculum focused on the recall of facts and knowledge and assessment was total test based,;
desks were rectangular with fixed seats and desk lids that opened up; we were always seated in
rows;
the teacher conducted lessons from the front of the room and was considered to be the font of all
knowledge (Google did away with this belief);
no talking was allowed in class;
healthy eating was apparent as the fast food culture had not yet become established, and
after-school time was devoted to play (after all | was in Year 1).

| am not sure of the accuracy, but | was interested to hear from a media source that cars of today have as
much computer technology in them as the computer technology used to land on the moon.

When we think of the modern school and the transformation of curriculum, teaching practice and classrooms
over the past forty years we are rightly amazed. Just as the modern car crams so much more into the same
space, educators are able to fit so much more into the same amount of class time to present our children with
learning environments and curriculum that capture the 21* century.

This notion of change and growth over time is not unique to education and | know that enormous change has
occurred in all fields of work, particularly given the influences of a global economy and technology. However,
this week might provide us with a unique opportunity to talk to our children about our personal history. After all,
our history is also part of their journey.

In finishing this week please be aware that we continue to have issues with parking at the front of the school. It
has been reported to me that there is at least one vehicle that is parked in the 2-minute zone for up to twenty
minutes. It is also essential that we all work to educate our children on the importance of crossing the road
correctly and safely. The other afternoon | saw one of our children run from the front school steps straight onto
the crossing without stopping. Whilst all was well on this occasion, it reminded me how easily the safety rules



of crossing the road can be forgotten by young
children.

Keep children at home if they are sick

As school resumes for Term 3, parents are being
urged to keep their children home if they are sick with
flu-like symptoms.

Queensland now has more than 1600 confirmed
cases of Pandemic (H1N1) 2009 (Human
Swine Influenza).

Symptoms of human swine flu are similar to seasonal
influenza and include a fever, cough and/or sore
throat. Other symptoms can include fatigue, myalgia,
headache, body aches or chills.

Queensland Health says one of the best ways to stop
the spread of the flu is to keep sick children home
and encourage good hygiene.

If children are sick the best thing to do is keep them
away from school and other events such as socials
and sporting carnivals. This might mean that some
children will miss interstate and other planned school
trips.

People generally have to be mindful that there are
some who are more at risk from swine flu so those
who are sick need to do the right thing and stay at
home from school and work.

School closures remain an option in very limited
circumstances but the likelihood of disruption during
the new school term has lessened.

Queensland is now in the “protect” phase in
managing the influenza outbreak and parents need to
be aware that while most people who contract the flu
are making rapid and full recovery, some who are
particularly vulnerable need to seek medical help at
the onset of flu-like symptoms.

The essence of the “protect” phase is to concentrate
on the early treatment of those in the community who
may be more vulnerable to severe outcomes if they
contract the virus.

Those identified as being vulnerable include pregnant
women, Indigenous Australians, people with
respiratory disease (including asthma and COPD),
heart disease, diabetes, renal and liver disease,
obesity and immunosuppressant conditions.
